Players

As a player you must be willing to make a commitment to your team. This means attending all practices and games on time, ready to listen and play baseball. Practices are mandatory and there could be as many as 4 per week before the season begins. Playing time is dictated by attendance at games and practices. This is up to each individual coach.

Parents

Parents are all important part of Traveling or American League Baseball. Your cooperation in getting your child to all practices and games on time is appreciated. Your working in the concession stand is a required commitment for your child to participate in these Leagues (This is a mandatory There are no exceptions). Each family will be required to work a minimum of two shifts (nights or weekends). lf you leave more than one child in the league, you will be required to work two (2) shifts for each child.

For the 10/11 and 12/13 leagues a check for $75.00 will be collected for each player for a concession stand deposit. This deposit check is fully refundable and will not be cashed unless your concession stand commitments are not met. Concession stand deposit checks will be collected at the parent and player meeting.

All levels of Brooklyn Park Baseball require some level of commitment by the players and parents. By trying out for the Traveling and/or American League you are making the above commitments if your child is selected to a Traveling or American League team. The National League program (i.e., no tryouts, teams organized by park/school) offers players and parents a lower level of commitment (e.g., fewer practices/games and a minimal concession stand requirement assigned by team to cover league tournaments). Please take a moment to think about your commitment. Then sign below and turn this form in at registration or tryouts. This form must be turned in or your child will not be permitted to try out.
