BROOKLYN PARK BASEBALL ASSOCIATION 

TEAM FORMATION POLICY

1.0 Purpose:

The purpose of this policy is to establish authority and procedure for team formation of all leagues administered by BPBA. 
2.0 Authority:  

The authority to establish this policy is by the implied general duties and responsibilities of the Brooklyn Park Baseball Association board.  The board reserves the right to mitigate any discrepancies between policies. 
3.0 Policy:

This policy is in addition to and shall be used in conjunction with the general BPBA Policies.
3.1 Traveling League

3.1.1 To be eligible for a Traveling team the player must provide a birth certificate and live or go to school within the Brooklyn Park city boundaries. 

3.1.2 The number of teams for a particular age group shall be at the discretion of the BPBA board. The board will consider at a minimum the number of players trying out, the overall (American League and Traveling) tryout scores and the betterment of the association as a whole. 
3.1.3 Traveling teams shall consist of 12 players.  A coach may petition the board to diverge from this amount with 11 being the minimum and 14 the maximum.  The petition shall be in writing and will include good reason for deviation from the 12.  

3.1.4 The teams shall be selected in the following manner: 
3.1.4.1 The players with the top 8 tryout scores shall fill the first 8 slots of the team. The Coach may petition the BPBA Board in writing to waive this rule for a particular player. The head coach will select the remaining (4) spots after the spring league has concluded.  Coach selection shall not be less than 4. 

3.1.4.2 If there is to be a “B” team as designated by the BPBA board the next top 6 tryout scores after the “A” team is selected shall fill the first 8 slots of the team. The Coach may petition the BPBA Board in writing to waive this rule for a particular player. The head coach will select the remaining (4) spots 
after the spring league has concluded.  Coach selection shall not be less than 4. 

3.1.5 Players not selected for a traveling team will be ranked according to their score for consideration in the draft for the American league.  Players trying out for  a Traveling team and not making it are not guaranteed a slot in the American League unless their scores meet the criteria as outlined in section 3.2
3.1.6 The coaches shall submit their rosters to the Traveling coordinator and the President or Vice President for approval before announcing the teams.  Upon approval, coaches shall call all players making a team before announcing the roster. 
3.2 American League

3.2.1 The number of teams per age group is 6. However, the number of teams for a particular age group shall be at the discretion of the BPBA board. The board will consider at a minimum the number of players trying out, the American League tryout scores and the betterment of the association as a whole. 
3.2.2 Teams shall consist of 12 players.  A coach may petition the board to diverge from this amount with 11 being the minimum and 14 the maximum.  The petition shall be in writing and will include good reason for deviation from the 12.  The board at its discretion may deviate from the 12 players per team, based on the numbers of players trying out, the American League tryout scores and the betterment of the association as a whole.
3.2.3 The team shall be selected in the following manner: 

3.2.3.1 Players wishing to play in the American league must attend tryouts to obtain a score.  If a player cannot make tryouts; prior approval from the tryout coordinator or a board member must be obtained provided that the board member giving approval is not an American League Coach.
3.2.3.2 If there are 6 teams in the league, the players with the top 60 scores will be allotted a spot in the first 10 rounds of a 12 round draft.  The round the player is in is based on a players score in the tryouts. All 60 or (10 X the number of teams) must be drafted. In the remaining 2 rounds the coach may select any eligible player to bring a team to 12 players or alternate amount designated per section 3.2.2.
3.2.4 Players not selected for an American League team will be placed into the National League.
3.3 National League
3.3.1 The number of teams for a particular age group shall be at the discretion of the BPBA board based on the number of available registered kids.
3.3.2 Teams will have anywhere from 11 to 15 players.  The BPBA Board will try to keep teams at 13 players.  
3.3.3 Teams will be formed using geographical sectioning of Brooklyn Park.  Registrants will, according to their address be placed in one of the sections.  The BPBA board will form teams based on the numbers in this sectioning.  Players from outside of Brooklyn Park will be placed in a section nearest to them.
3.3.4 Players wishing to play together may choose a friend to play with on the registration form; the board will place you on the same team provided the friend chosen picks you on the registration form. (Example;  John Doe picks to play with John Q  and John Q picks John doe).  If there is not a match or more than one name is designated the request will be disallowed.  Siblings will be placed on the same team.
