Boundary Agreement 
This boundary resolution between Champlin/Dayton Athletic Association, Brooklyn Park Baseball Association and Brooklyn Area Babe Ruth is specific to traveling baseball (9-15u) and is effective February 4, 2010.

9u, 10u, 11u & 12u

9-12 year old Individuals residing in the cities of Brooklyn Park and Brooklyn Center that live within the Champlin Park High School attendance area are required to register and play traveling baseball through the BPBA. Players residing in the cities of Champlin and Dayton are required to register and play traveling baseball in the CDAA unless they live within another bordering high school attendance area (i.e. Elk River Area Schools).
Exception: An individual that lives in the Champlin Park High School attendance area and registered and played in-house baseball through the CDAA or BPBA prior to the age of 9, is eligible to register and tryout for traveling baseball with the same association they began their baseball career. Written notification of this exception must be submitted by the travel director of CDAA or BPBA to the other association and will be placed on file with the commissioner of the Gopher State Baseball League. 

Additional terms to the agreement at 9-12u

1. No advertising or marketing by CDAA or BPBA to any school outside of the agreed boundaries (Oxbow Elementary which is part of the Champlin Park HS Attendance Area is exempt).
2. CDAA and BPBA will continue to work together to hold tryouts for traveling baseball on the same day to deter any individuals from freely moving from one association to another.
13u, 14u & 15u
CDAA and the BABR both have the right to claim the boundary of the cities of Brooklyn Park and Brooklyn Center that is within the Champlin Park High School Attendance Area. Both associations need to understand that there is a “COMMON AREA” between the associations. The “COMMON AREA” consists of residents in Brooklyn Park and Brooklyn Center that live within the Champlin Park High School attendance area. Individuals that reside in this “COMMON AREA” between the two associations are eligible to register and play traveling baseball with CDAA or BABR. 
Once a 13-15 year old individual registers for CDAA or BABR, he or she is bound to that association for the duration of the current traveling baseball season. If that individual chooses to leave their current association after a season during their traveling baseball years, they must submit written notification to the travel director of the association they are withdrawing from. This notice must be presented to the travel director prior to REGISTERING for the new association regardless if it is CDAA or BABR.  Once submitted this written notification will be shared with the travel director of the player’s new association and will be placed on file with the commissioner of the Gopher State Baseball League. 
This agreement will assist CDAA and BPBA/BABR with facilitating the overlapping boundaries between the associations. CDAA and/or BPBA/BABR will not accept players trying out for both programs simultaneously.   
*The MYAS/Gopher State Baseball League will not accept teams that have knowingly broken the terms of this agreement.
Written statement on February 4, 2010 by the Head Baseball Coach at Champlin Park High School:
If a player plays in Champlin or Brooklyn Park it does not matter.  If that player goes to Champlin Park High School they will have the opportunity to play baseball for me if they come out for baseball.
